FIRST SILVERT AWARD RECIPIENT CHOSEN

Professor John J. Johnson has been selected as the first
recipient of the Kalman Silvert LASA Presidents’ Prize.

Prof. Johnson will receive the award at a presentation
ceremony at 4 p.m. on Friday, September 30, in the Beethoven
Room of the Hotel Reforma, where former students of his will
take part in a panel discussion of Johnson’s role in the evolution
of Latin American studies since World War II. All LASA
congress participants are invited to attend.

The President’s Prize was established by the LASA
Executive Council last year in memory of Kalman Silvert, the
founding president of the association, in order to ‘honor
eminent members of our profession who have made a lifetime
advancement of the profession generally.” Winners can be
drawn from any discipline. Peter H. Smith (Massachusetts
Institute of Technology), who chaired the selection committee,
commented that the award criteria “fit John Johnson like a
glove.”

A distinguished historian, Johnson was born in White Swan,
Washington, and received his' Ph.D. in 1947 from the
University of California, Berkeley. He served on the faculty at
Stanford University for many years. He has written on a wide
range of topics, and his books include Political Change in Latin
America: The Emergence of the Middle Sectors (1958); The
Military and Society in Latin America (1964); and Latin
America in Caricature (1980). He has been a LASA president
and he is currently editing the Hispanic American Historical
Review at the University of New Mexico.

The selection committee consists of past LASA presidents
plus the editor of the Latin American Research Review. This
year’s members, in addition to Smith, were William Glade
(University of Texas at Austin), Carmelo Mesa-Lago (Univer-
sity of Pittsburgh), and Gilbert Merkx (University of New
Mexico). In announcing its decision, the committee cited the
special achievements of Prof. Johnson, “whose scholarly work
has consistently opened new horizons on crucial issues in Latin
American studies—most conspicuously, by no means exclu-
sively, on the political roles of middle sectors; who has trained
so many leading figures of the profession; who has inspired
hundreds of undergraduates; who has given unstinting service,
not only as an early president of the association but also as
managing editor of the Hispanic American Historical Review;
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and who by his integrity and graciousness, has set an example
for the entire field.”

SE NOMBRA PRIMER RECIPIENTE DEL PREMIO
SILVERT

ElProfesor John J. Johnson ha sido escogido come el primer
recipiente del Premio de los Presidentes de LASA Kalman
Silvert.

El Profesor Johnson sera presentado con el premio a las
16:00 el viernes, 30 de septiembre, en el Salon Beethoven del
Hotel Reforma. Algunos ex-estudiantes del Profesor Johnson
discutiran el papel de Johnson en la evolucion de los estudios
sobre América Latina desde la Segunda Guerra Mundial.
Todos los participantes en el congreso de LASA estan invitados
a asistir.

El Premio de los Presidentes de LASA fue establecido por el
consejo ejecutivo de LASA en 1982 en memoria de Kalman
Silvert, el primer presidente de la asociacion, para “honrar a
aquellos miembros eminentes de nuestra profesion que hayan
contribuido a ella de manera general a lo largo de sus vidas.”
Los ganadores pueden ser de cualquier disciplina. Peter H.
Smith (Massachusetts Institute of Technology), el presidente
del comité de seleccion, comento que este premio estaba hecho
a la medida de Johnson.

Un historiador distinguido, Johnson nacié en White Swan,
Washington, EE.UU., y recibi6 su doctorado en 1947 de la
Universidad de California, Berkeley. Sirvio en el cuerpo
docente de la Universidad de Stanford por muchos afnos. Ha
escrito sobre una gama amplia de temas, y entre sus libros estan
Political Change in Latin America: The Emergence of the
Middle Sectors (1958); The Military and Society in Latin
America (1964); y Latin America in Caricature (1980). Ha
sido presidente de LASA y ahora dirige el Hispanic American
Historical Review en la Universidad de Nuevo México.

El comité de seleccion esta compuesta de ex-presidentes de
LASA vy del redactor titular del Latin American Research
Review. Este afio, los miembros fueron William Glade
(Universidad de Texas), Carmelo Mesa-Lago (Universidad de
Pittsburgh), Gilbert Merkx (Universidad de Nuevo México), y
Smith. Al anunciar sus decision, el comité cito los logros
especiales de Johnson, “‘cuyo trabajo erudito ha traido
constantemente nuevas perspectivas a los temas decisivos en
los estudios sobre la América Latina—mas visiblemente, pero
no exclusivamente, sobre los papeles politicos de los sectores
medios; quien ha instruido a tantas figuras eminentes dentro de
la profesion; quien ha inspirado a centenares de subgraduados;
quien ha ofrecido sus servicios generosamente, no solamente
como uno de los primeros presidentes de LASA, sino como
redactor del Hispanic American Historical Review; y quien,
por su integridad y bondad, ha sentado un ejemplo para el
campo entero.”

IN MEMORIAM

Stephen Michael Gorman, Assistant Professor at North
Texas State University, died July 2, 1983. He was 32. A skilled
and popular teacher, Steve was a prolific writer on the politics
and international relations of Western South America and on
the revolutionary governments and conflict in Nicaragua and El
Salvador.

His numerous articles appeared in political science and Latin
American studies journals such as Government and Opposition,
Latin American Research Review, Journal of Latin American
Studies, Ineramerican Economic Review, Caribbean Review,
and Parameters, and in widely-read anthologies such as
Walker’s Nicaragua in Revolution. In addition, he edited and
contributed heavily to Post-Revolutionary Peru: The Politics
of Transformation (Westview, 1982), and regularly published
translations of scholarly and political documents from Latin
American sources. At his death, he was completing final
revisions for a new anthology on Leftist Opposition in
Democracies. His expertise and frequent travel to the region
made him a popular resource for local and, indeed, national
media concerned with events in Central America.

Steve joined the North Texas State faculty in 1979. Prior to
that he taught briefly on the faculties of Purdue University,
Dickenson College, and SUNY-Geneseo. He received his
B.A., M.A., and Ph.D. from the University of California at
Riverside.

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR

Con fuerte sorpresa he leido en la pagina 38 de LASA Forum
correspondiente al verano 1983 (vol. XIV 2) un anuncio de la
Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) convocando a ““Senior
Insurgency/Terrorism and Political Instability Analysts.”

Es normal que cualquier institucion gubernamental que desee
reclutar personal especializado recurra a los 4ambitos donde ese
personal podria hallarse, y a sus medios de informacién. Pero la
CIA no es una institucion cualquiera y los especialistas que
busca poseen evidentemente algunas calificaciones especificas—
de ahi que sea sorprendente que LASA Forum se preste a este
tipo de publicidad.

La actividad de la CIA en América Latina, como en otras
regiones del mundo en desarrollo, es de sobra conocida. El
espionaje, la desestabilizacion de gobiernos democraticos, el



financiamiento de actividades subversivas, la manipulacion de
las ciencias sociales, la violacion sistematica de los derechos
humanos, son algunas de las formas con que este organismo ha
operado y opera normalmente. La participacion de la CIA en el
derrocamiento del gobierno constitucional del Dr. Salvador
Allende en 1973, la asistencia que presta a las bandas
somocistas que desde Honduras atacan territorio de Nicaragua,
etc., son asimismo conocidas por la abundante documentacion
existente al respecto.

Lo que la CIA denomina insurgencia y terrorismo son mas
bien las formas extremas de respuesta combativa de amplios
sectores de la poblacion de América Latina y el respeto del
mundo en desarrollo, por emanciparse de la explotacion, la

miseria, la falta de trabajo y de casa, la ignorancia, las
enfermedades, la ruin, la muerte prematura, a que se encuentran

sometidos—por gobiernos cuyo sustento reposa, entre otras
cosas, en el apoyo y la asistencia que les brindan organismos
como la CIA y especialistas como los que ahora convoca.

El efecto de este tipo de actividades para las poblaciones del
mundo en desarrollo no es menos nocivo que el consumo de
estupefacientes o el estimulo a la prosticucion. Su propagandi-
zacion en un medido académico deberia, por lo tanto, estar
igualmente vedado.

Al aceptar difundir actividades de tal indole, LASA Forum
ofende la dignidad profesional y la seriedad cientifica de los
miembros de LASA, y salpica la seriedad de la Asociacion.

Le ruego, Sr. Editor, que esta protesta tenga cabida en la
proxima edicion de LASA Forum.

Since I have an emotional as well as a scholarly interest in
Peru, and since I am well acquainted with his writings, Anibal
Quijano’s letter on the Peruvian human rights situation, in the
last LASA Forum, caught my eye at once.

No person of good will can question the concerns that
Quijano has raised. His appeal, however, might have affected
me more had it not showered forth a series of undocumented
and sensationalist charges, such as the dubious claim that,
“according to the Lima press” (which Lima press?), there has
been a “massive extermination’ of guerrillas; had it come out
forthrightly against the horrors perpetrated by Sendero Lumi-
noso rather than seeking to eat its cake (minimizing the
importance of senderista terrorism) and have it, too (an image
of a radicalized peasantry, ready to revolt)—in short, had it
shown more of an interest in the welfare of the people per se and
less of an interest in manipulating this very serious problem for
ideological purposes.

The fact is, of course, that Peru is a bourgeois democracy,
limited, to be sure, but quite unlike the brutal dictatorships that
fester elsewhere in the hemisphere. (Also unlike them, I would
add, was the preceding military regime, even during its
conservative ‘“second phase of 1975-80.) Abuses of human
rights certainly take place and ought to be ferreted out and
condemned; but they are principally the unauthorized acts of
individuals and small groups, secondarily the inevitable
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backlash against useless terrorism. This is not anything like the
organized state terror of Chile, say, or Guatemala. It is not even
the systematic antilabor repression of Brazil or Uruguay.

The Peruvian popular classes are indeed being made to pay
the price of the previous regime’s economic mismanagement,
and this is indeed fundamentally unfair. However one judges
the actions of the present government in the face of the
depression, no one will mistake Fernando Belaunde for
Franklin Roosevelt or Lazaro Cardenas. Nevertheless, in Peru
the people enjoy the right to organize politically and to use their
organizational capabilities—which, as recent events have
shown, are considerable—within the system in order to pressure
for what is theirs. They have been and are doing so. Let’s
remember that some capitalist orders have not done too badly
for the people in material terms, but only insofar as those at the
bottom found a political voice and employed it to force an
accommodation from the system of domination. In Peru they
have found that voice.

It does not detract in any way from the meritorious activities
of the lay and ecclesiastical human rights organizations named
by Quijano that Peru is one country in which they may operate
freely. It would be unfortunate, though, if their greater freedom
to report what they observe should have the effect of eliding the
distinction between Peru and less democratic countries, due
solely to the difficulty of getting comparable information out of
the latter.

Readers interested in a more objective account of the tragic
murders of the Peruvian newsmen may wish to consult Mario
Vargas Llosa’s article in the July 31 issue of the New York
Times Magazine. I am well aware that most of the Peruvian
intellectual establishment regards Mario as a hopeless derechista
(not without reason, although the characterization is extreme).
But I hope that they, along with readers of this letter, will take
what he writes on its own terms.

In sum, Quijano’s communication, though its indignation is
fully justified, erases distinctions that deserve to be maintained.
It deliberately sets up a standard of justice and decency that
only socialism can meet, thereby assuring that all varieties of
capitalism get tossed into the same barrel. I happen to share
Quijano’s value; I, too, believe that only a socialist society can
be truly just. I submit, however, that Quijano’s approach does
not help us to understand the problem; may lead Peruvian
workers and peasants into strategies that are suicidal for their
real interests; and (although this last is admittedly less of a
concern in regard to the knowledgeable membership of LASA),
furthers the ethnocentric North American image of an undif-
ferentiated, benighted Latin America mired in hopelessness.
Peru and the rest of the region deserve better.
